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Colour Wax
Water-resistant
The pigmented wax is suitable for new wooden floors/ furniture and sanded floors and surfaces. It can also be used together with the Linus Wallpaint. (See instructions for the Linus Paint) 

For wood floors and furniture:
- Slightly wet the wood surface.  Allow the surface to dry

  Add a cup of ammonium chloride to the water. This will help the  

  Wax to absorb into the wood surface.   
- Sand the surface lightly with 180 grid sandpaper until smooth.

- Vacuum the wood surface or wipe with a damp cloth.
- Apply the stain pigmented wax with a pad or a towel.

- Allow the excess wax to absorb into the wood surface.

- Wipe directly what is too much. Use a towel. 

- The floor/surface can be used right away, but it is best to let it dry.  

- If the wood surface is very dry and not smooth enough, sand the   

  surface with 240 grind sandpaper and repeat the application.

  If you are satisfied with the colour, use the unpigmented linseed wax.    

Drying time:

- 24-48 HOURS

- After the surface is dry, buff with a dry soft rag or a fine grade green pad. 
Coverage

Aprox. 40 – 50 square meter/litre
Try first in a small scale.
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
