Instruktions for use
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Linseed oil paint

31 shades in stock
· If you are re-painting, the old surface should be clean and dry. 
Use Allbäck House Cleaner. 

· Not more than 14 % humidity in the wood. Not under 14 degrees C outdoors.
· If you are painting straight onto the wood outside, first impregnate with raw linseed oil with a heat gun.

· Stir the paint well before use.

· Allbäck Linseed oil paint should not be thinned with petroleum spirits or turpentine. If necessary, thin with a little raw linseed oil.

· Work the paint in thoroughly. Brush in several different directions before the final, long, brush stroke.

· Exterior; give at least 3 complete coats of paint.

· Drying time: 20 - 24 hours at room temperature, with good ventilation, light and low humidity.

· Use linseed oil soap to clean brushes and hands.

· Use a ‘stiff’ natural brush.

· Brushes should be kept hanging in a tin with raw linseed oil when not in use.

· The paint covers about 15 – 20 square metres, depending on the foundation.

· Can be kept at a cool temperature for several years.

· Maintain the surface with linseed oil or linseed wax only.

· Clean the surface with Allbäck House Cleaner or linseed oil soap and rinse.
· Always soak linseed oil rugs in water to prevent combustion and fire.

Linseed oil putty

· Should be kept cool – 10-15 degrees Celsius.

· The putty can be frozen for long-term storage.

· Knead the putty until it is soft before use.

· It is easiest to apply putty at room temperature.

· Brush the front putty with shellac before glazing. This prevents the oil seeping into the wood.

· Hard old putty can be refreshed by a few seconds in the microwave on full effect. 

· The putty should be painted over. Can be painted after 24 hours.

Linseed oil soap 
· On surfaces where dirt is ingrained: ovens, stoves, the car, kitchen work surfaces or stains on textiles. Apply undiluted soap with a little water. Rub the surface and leave. Rinse with water or wash in washing machine.

· For wooden floors: take about 1 decilitre of the soap to a bucket of water. Scrub and dry.

Linseed oil wax 
· For work surfaces, cupboard doors, garden furniture, wood decks, windows and doors.

· Clean the wood surface with linseed oil soap or brush away loose pigment.

· Apply with a foam rubber sponge.

· Polish the surface with a cloth.

· As the cloth can self-ignite, soak in water and throw away.
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
